The 'void' as a means of reading the landscape

The outdoor bathroom-pavilion-meditation space was built adjacent
to an existing holiday home.

The teaching of Zen is that ‘Neither vacuity nor forms can be sepa-
rated'. In the void all things exist both as presences and as potential-
ities. ‘Form is vacuity and vacuity is form’ was the inspiration for the
composition, which aims at creating a space which is not confined to
a single meaning. It can be an observatory, space for meditation, or
an open-air shower-room. It is a ‘void’ defined architecturally, at a
specific spot in the diversity of the landscape. The siting of the small
apertures, the clear or unclear boundaries of the outline, were cho-
sen and defined during on-the-spot planning. For example, the view
of the adjoining gulf is filtered through handmade glass bricks which
slightly distort the image of the volcanic scenery.

The project is an attempt to structure a space which will serve as a
tool for reading the particular landscape of Milos. Through its habi-
tation, the re-composition/re-interpretation of the given image of
the relation between sea and land and an understanding, by means
of the vistas, of the features which make up the natural landscape
of the area are proposed. After a time of meditation or reflection

in this space, small ‘voids' in the mind's flow are created, togeth-
er with a different quality of contact with the natural environment.
The foliage of a cedar tree and a light bamboo construction aid in
shading the area. All materials used are native. Some of them are
also recycled and re-used.
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
